top students are offered internship opportunities in Intel R&D centers in the US for up to one
Year. also Intel will support NISC with equipment and course material, moreover, NISC will host

ntel personnel to provide joint training and technology transfer and exchange.

Following the ceremony, NU hosted Dr.
Barrett to address an audience from the
business and academic communities,
which included a large number of students
from various universities. In his speech
Dr. Barrett reviewed the most recent
technologies and economic trends. He
also discussed the opportunities for
advancements in Egypt. Dr. Barrett also
took the time to respond to questions from
the attendees regarding the Intel point of
view in furthering its investments in Egypt
by manufacturing Intel motherboards,
which will be assembled in Egypt for the
first time in Africa.
